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On the Second Sunday of Easter 2000, at the Mass for the canonization of St
Faustina Kowalska, Pope John Paul IT proclaimed that “from now on throughout the
Church, this Sunday will be called Divine Mercy Sunday.” Divine Mercy Sunday is in-
tended to celebrate and proclaim God’s tender mercy, the mercy that is available to all
who turn to Him with trust. Preparing for Divine Mercy Sunday, we promise, by the sac-
rament of Reconciliation, to focus on God’s mercy; mercy which is love and more power-
ful than evil, sin and death. We give a whole-hearted confession, holding nothing back.
In order to remind us that we are to become living images of God’s mercy, living icons of
God’s mercy, we venerate the image of the merciful Savior—the image of the Divine
Mercy.

The “conditions” for a proper Divine Mercy devotion are trust in God’s goodness
and active love toward neighbor, being in a state of “Sanctifying Grace” (having gone to
Confession), and worthily receiving Holy Communion. The message of Divine Mercy can
be encapsulated in the ABC’s of Mercy: Ask for His Mercy, Be Merciful, Completely trust
in Jesus. Within the ABC’s of Mercy the devotions of the Divine Mercy find their pur-
pose. The devotions are always directed to God’s will and not our own will. They are not
meant to replace the Sacramental vessels of grace. The devotions are to focus on Jesus: His
mercy, His will, and His glory and to lead us to the Sacraments.

To Observe the Feast of Divine Mercy: 1. Celebrate the feast on the Sunday after
Easter. 2. Sincerely repent of all sins. 3. Place complete trust in Jesus. 4. Go to confession,
preferably before that Sunday. 5. Receive Communion that Sunday. 6. Venerate the image
of The Divine Mercy. 7. Be merciful to others through actions, words and prayers.

A popular Divine Mercy devotion is the Divine Mercy Chaplet (see below). Said
on a Rosary, it may be prayed at any time, but a good time for praying the chaplet is at
3:00 p.m., bringing to mind the hour of Christ’s Death. The Divine Mercy Chaplet:

T Begin with the Sign of the Cross, 1 Our Father, 1 Hail Mary and The Apostles Creed.
T Then on the Our Father Beads say the following:
Eternal Father, I offer You the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity
of Your dearly beloved Son, Our Lord Jesus Christ,
in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world.
T On the 10 Hail Mary Beads say the following:
For the sake of His sorrowful Passion,
have mercy on us and on the whole world.
T (Repeat step 2 and 3 for all five decades).
t  Conclude with (three times):
Holy God, Holy Mighty One, Holy Immortal One,
have mercy on us and on the whole world

Confirmation: Students in Seventh Grade (& any in Grades 8-12 who are not
confirmed) prepare & celebrate the Sacrament each year. College students &
other adults who wish to be Confirmed should contact the Pastaor.

Anointing of the Sick: Communal celebrations of this sacrament occur twice
annually (Advent & Lent). Individual anointings are available upon request, ar by
appointment. Should you have family or friends in need of the sacrament, please
contact the pastor as soon as possible.

RCIA: The "Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults" is the process by which an adult
becomes a member of the Catholic Church. If you, or someone you know, is inter-
ested in joining the Church, please contact the pastor for more information. For
preparation and celebration of the Sacraments of Initiation for children (outside
of the Parish School of Religion) contact the Pastar.
